Historic reference

Historic reference

The first Omsk fortress was built in 1716 by a group of Russian cozacs under the command of Ivan
Bukholts. It was a military fortification bordering a steppe. In 1768 — 1771 a new fortress was built as the
initiative of |.1. Shpringer, a Siberian corps commander. In 1782 Omsk fortress became a military county
city of Tobolsk vicegerency.

In 1822 Omsk was appointed the parmanent residence of Western Siberia Governor the General,
Simultaneously the Main Quarters of the Western Siberia was relocated to Omsk from Tobolsk. So Omsk
became one of the main Siberian cities.

In 1868 Omsk became the administrative centre of a new formed Akmolinskaya Region. Thanks to
that Omsk tumned into a regicnal centre and one of the main political and administrative centres of the
Western Siberia and Russia as well. During construction of the Trans-Siberian Railway in 1881-1204 the
city has become an important commercial, industrial and transport centre. In the beginning of the 20 th
century as a result of Stolypin's reforms agricultural machinery industry and agricultural proceeding in-
dustry started developing. In 1913 there were 14 foreign representative offices in Omsk which exported
famous Omsk butter, leather and wool to the Western Europe.

From July 1918 up to November 1219, when the Soviet rule was established, Omsk usedto be a
capital of the Russian White Movement.

The status of the city had changed several times and in 1934 it became a centre of recently
founded Omsk Region. New plants were built: agricultural machinery plant, car assembly plant, tire plant,
carbon black plant and cord factory.

During the Second World War (1941-1845) about 100 enterprises were evacuated to Omsk and
Omsk Region from front-line area among which there were enterprises of metalworking industry, food in-
dustry, leatherindustry, fabric and chemical industries and others.

Ir 1955 the first famous TU-104 was assembled at Omsk aircrafi factory. Omsk enterprises have
alsc made a great contribution to space exploration. Different launch vehicles, landing sections, control
and devices and scientific apparatus were designed and manufactured in Omsk.

The city of Omsk has always been a strategically crucial city. Today Omsk is one of the leading in-
dustrial, fransport, research educational and cultural centres of Russia, the city with a rich heritage and

The most important indicator of investment activity in the city is the index of total volume of invest-
ments to the capital stock funded with all sources of finance.

I 2011, the amount of investments to the capital stock equalled 70.3 bilion roubles and increasad
by 5.7% in comparable prices compared to the same period in the year 2010.

The bulk of investments are made to manufacturing industries. About 32% of investments to manu-
facturing industries are made to oil product manufacturing.

Attracting budgetary investments

Administration of the city of Omsk is also taking part in altracting budgetary investments to the
Omsk economy.

One of the main approaches used is the attraction of the investments according to the Plan of chief
events relative to the celebration of the 300th Anniversary of Omsk. This Plan was approved by the reso-
Iution of the Government of the Russian Federation No 2040-p dated December 29, 2008. Cost of the
chief events to be carried out in the years 2012-2016 according to the Plan equals 79.6 bn roubles,
where: Federal funds = 21.3 bn roubles; Omsk Region budget = 35.5 BN. roubles; Omsk budget—=4.6 bn
roubles; extra-budgetary funds — 18.1 bn. roubles.

There are three following priority national projects realised in Omsk: "Affordable and Comfortable
Housing for Russian citizens®, "Education” and "Healthcare". During the year 2011, the amount of at-
tracted means equalled 1.7 bn roubles, where: Federal Funds — 1.1 bn roubles; Omsk Regional budgst—
100 ml roubles.

Omsk actively takes part in competitive federal and regional grant programs. The amount of at-
tracted federal and regional means to the territory of Omskin 2011 is shown in the table.

Experts' Opinion

Efficiency of investment policy carried out in Omsk can be approved by high estimates of Russian
and foreign rating agencies. Omsk credit ratings have been monitored since 2006,

In 2011 "Moody's Investors Service" agency accomplished Omsk credit rating monitoring accord-
ing to which the rating was confirmed and a stable prognosis in national currency was made according to
global Ba3 ratings and national Aa3.ru ratings.

Omsk took the 6th place amaong 105 Russian cities in Forbes published rating of the most busi-
ness-friendly cities of Russiain 2011,

In RBC Russian cities, investment appeal rating Omsk was rated the Gth in 2011, which is higher
compared with 2010 rating, where Omsk took the Tth place.

Omsk showed the best results among other Russian cities in the following aspects:

unemployment rate;

provision of residents with housing;

«affordable pricing for the housing;

samount of car accidents per 1000 of residents.

The territory planning institution "Urbanika® together with The Union of Architects of Russia drew
up a rating of 250 largest industrial centres of Russia.

Omsk was the only Siberian city to occupy the top ten rank of the rating (the 5th place). According
o the authors of the rating, the largest industries in Qmsk are gas and ail industry, chemical industry, food
industry and machine engineering.

Industry

Omsk s one of the largest industrial centres of Siberia with a high industrial potential,

In the year, 2011 the industrial production index grew by 6.3% compared with 2010. Average
growth oil production index in Russia equalled 4.7%.

The city has large industrial enterprises. Omsk is ranked number 2 among Russian cities with pop-
ulation exceeding one million inhabitants in the volume of shipped goods (excluding Moscow and Saint
Petersburg).

The main industries of the city are fuel and energy industry, engineering, chemical, petrochemical,
food and processing industries,

There are 38,576 institutions included into Stalistical Register of Economic Entities in Omsk as of
January 1st, 2012. This amount grew by 2% compared with beginning of 2011, among them 31,603 enti-
ties of small and medium business (growth by 2.6% ), number of private entreprenaurs grew up to 43,164
pecple.

program “Development of small and medium business entities of the city of Omsk for the years
2010-2015" In 2012, 14 min rubhles have been assigned for this program, where 10.8 min have been
assigned for financial support.

In the year, 2012 the Administration of the city of Omsk is working out a complex of activifies
aimed al developing and broadening the entrepreneurial activity supportive measures. Some of the most
important ways of supporting business are to stimulate strengthening of technological infrastructure and
modemisation of small and medium businesses, carry out energy inspections and support entreprenaur-
ial activity of young people.

One more trend is to optimise interaction of entrepreneurs with local authorities. Since 2011, the
way of filing applications for taking part in competitive tendering for receiving subsidies has been simpli-
fied. There is a new web service where entrepreneur can apply without leaving his office by filing an elec-
tronic form. In the year 2012 a new system of electronic interaction has been lounged, thus business
entities do not have to file the official documents by themselves because the agencies can get all neces-
sary information from other official institutions in electronic form,

Construction

One of the main lasks for Administration of the city of Omsk is o attract investments to civil, indus-
trial and road construction as well as to provide clear and understandable procedures of allocating land
parcels for construction.

The General City Planning Scheme defines the main ways of Omsk territory development in ac-
cordance to which the rules of land wtilization and city development have been formulated and ap-
proved.

Today about 20 projects of city planning have already been approved. Since the year, 2011 new
landmarking projects have been developed in accordance with new norms of Town Planning Code of the
Russian Federation.

The standards of municipal services delivery in the construction sphere are defined by adminis-
trative regulations uploaded to Common Government Services Portal of Russian Federation in the
Internet. To free business entities from unnecessary coordination procedures the Administration of the
city of Omsk provides the system of interdepartmental interaction between federal and regional state au-
thorities.

The speed of operational commissioning of houses has significantly increased. During the years

2005 - 2011 the total amount of commissioned houses reached up to 3.9 min of sq. m. Private housing
build at the expense of proprietary funds of individuals and borrowed funds equals more than 25% the to-
tal amount of commissioned houses.

The current average housing index is 22.2 sq. m of housing per one citizen (compare with 21.9 sq.
m. in 2010}, This is the highest index among regional centres of Siberian Federal Region,

There is an intention to sell via auction 94 land parcels for housing construction with total square of
250 ha. The expected output of residential area will be about two min. sg. m.

The commercial realty market is also fast developing and is very attractive for investors. Especially
attractive area is connected with malls and big centres of trade. It can be proved by successful implemen-
tation of a number of projects, for example "0 Key", "AT-Market", "ParoPlaza”, "POBEDA", execuled by
federal and foreign companies. Furthermore there are food supermarket chains developing in Omsk, for
example "Mash Magazin®, "Edal”, "Magnit”, "Haolliday”, "Nizkotsen”, "Movator”, "Lenta®.

At year end 2011 investments into construction of commercial premises and community facilities
increased by 11.5%. The same tendency can be cbserved during the first half of 2012. In accordance
with the General City Planning Scheme there will be 3.5 limes increase of the community and business
territories in Omsk, thus there will be even more perspectives forinvestments.

Trade

Trade is very important for providing desired level of life for the residents of the city. The share of
consumer expenditures including services is about T0% of all expenditures of Omsk residents.

During 2010-2011, the consumer market of Omsk can be characterized by stable economic and fi-
nancial growth, strengthening of material and technical foundation and human resources potential.

Resclution of the Administration of the city of Omsk No. 1020-n dated October 29, 2010 is implemented
for the period of 2011 —2015to increase trade efficiency, provide quality and availability of goods, create
favourable environment for entrepreneurial activity.

At present the following trade network companies are the most significant at Omsk market:
‘MediaMarkt”, “Leroy Medin”", "CASTORAMA", *MEGA Omsk™, “IKEA", "Auchan”, "OBI", "M-\idea",
“Eldorado”, "Expert”, “Tekhosofia®, “Euroset’, “DIXIS", “Divizion " and also retail network structures:
"METROQ Cash and Carry™, “Lenta”, "Holiday».

The territory of sales area is gradually growing. 14 new trade and service premised were commis-
sioned in Omsk in the year 2011. Among them there are trade complexes "Productoria” and "Lyubimy”,
"Gulliver” mall, hypermarket "O'Key", express hypermarket "NovaTor", rade and fair complex "Pobeda”,
etc. As of January 1 st, 2012 the amount of trade areas reached 788.7 sg. m per one thousand of resi-
dents, while commaon ratio is 620 sq. m.

Retail turnover equalled 192.6 bin roubles in 2011 that is in comparable prices 17.2% higher than
2010 level. The amount of payable services equalled 54.6 bln roubles that is 5.2% increase compared
with the year 2010. Omsk is ranked number 5 among 10 Russian cities with population exceeding ohe
million inhabitants in the volume of paid and consumer services.

In 2011 Omsk Region was ranked 2nd in cost of fixed set of consumer goods and services
(7714.64 roubles) among cities of Siberian Federal District. This cost equals 8446.94 roubles in the
Siberian Federal District and 9174.22 roubles in the Russian Federation.

Summary consumer prices index for goods and paid services (inflation) in the Omsk Region was
105% in 2011. It is lower that the corespondent index of the Siberian Faderal District {106.3%) and the
Russian Federation (106.1%). 439 fairs of rural manufactures were held in the year 2011.The social Tair
"Omsk products - for Omskovites" takes place in the city on a weekly basis. These fairs give a real possi-
hility for local farmers to sell their goods directly to the customers without the help of intermediary sellers,

A broad range of agricultural products and flowers is annually sold within the frameworks of tradi-
tional agricuftural fairs, like "Vesenny Sad", "Flora" and "Zolotaya Osen”,

Amaong parlicipants of the fairs, there are entrepreneurs from Omsk and other cities: Moscow,
Vioronezh, Samara, Krasnoyarsk, Novosibirsk, and Ekaterinburg.

Transport Logistics and Infrastructure

Omsk is a large transport hub of Siberia. It is an important link for transport communications in
Siberia as well as in the Russian Federation. The city is located on the cross of two major traffic arteries —
the Trans-Siberian Railway and the Irtysh River.

All types of transportation are represented in Omsk: air, river, railway, motor and pipeline, The
Federal M51 Route goes through the territory of the Omsk Region. The underground is underground is
being under construction.

General City Planning Scheme of Omsk envisages the construction and reconstruction of high-
ways and road junctions, construction of district road and pedestrian underground crossings in order to
develop integrated transport infrastructure.,

It is envisaged to allocate on the territory of Northwest industrial zone a multimodal transport and
lagistics complex that will become a modem high-tech centre for serving and processing of cargo traffic.
The complex will fully satisfy the needs of economic sector and social sphere in cargo transportation.

The total length of local public highways as of the end of 2011 equalled 1404.3 km and increased
compared with the end of 2010 by 2.6 km.

Different types of land transportation are represented in Omsk. The automated navigation system
of passenger transport control GLONASS was introduced to increase the efficiency of city passenger
transportation.

Omsk has two railway stations: “Omsk-Passazhirsky” and “Omsk-Prigorodny”. Both railway sta-
tions have been recently reconstructed and now comply with the Eurcpean standards.

JSC "Omsky Airport” is a very large enterprise, which deals with passenger carrying operations,
post and cargo shipping. It is included into 330 top Russian airports. 50 Airline companies Nowadays
Omsk airport contracts with more than. Geography of the routes: Russian and CIS cities, foreign coun-
tries: Germany, China, Greece, Turkey, Thailand, etc.

Al present, a new international airport "Omsk-Fiodorovka® is being constructed.

Engineering infrastructure

The city of Omsk iz implementing a program aimed at complex development of public utility infra-
structure systems until the year 2013, In the frameworks of the program the Administration of the city of
Omsk together with special institutions responsible for maintenance of utility lines and equipment are de-
signing investment programs connected with development of Omsk utility infrastructure.

Heat supply systems

Omsk fuel and energy complex is one of the largest energy producing enterprises in the Siberian
region. It includes: 5 Heat supply sources of Omsk branch of the JSC *Temitorial Generating Company
MNo. 117, 24 boller plants (with total capacity of 498 Gkal'hour), 59 central heat substations and heal pump
stations of Municipal Enterprise of the city of Omsk "Teplovaya Kompaniya® (with total capacity of 827
Gkalfhour) and 31 departmental Heat supply sources provide about 7,000 of multi-storied houses, 1 min
of apartments, more than 770 social community facilities, about 1500 industrial and utility enterprises
with heat and electricity.

Electricity supply

The branch "Omskenergo” of the JSC *"MRSK Sibir" provides faultless supply of electric and heat
energy to all consumers of the Omsk Region. The total amount of consumers is 7744 thousand of privet
persons and legal enlities. Omsk Municipal Manufacturing and Communal Services Enterprise
“Omskelectro” ensures work of 3 thousand km of 0.4-10 kY cable lines, more than 1.5 thousand 0.4 kV
overhead lines and 239 transforming substations.

Water supply and sewerage systems

JSC "OmskVodokanal" executes works connected with capital renovations of water supply and
sewerage systems of the city as well as maintenance of public water supply and sewerage systems.
Waler supply networks are 1.6 thousand km long, sewerage nelworks are more than 1.1 thousand km
leng. In 2011 more than 11.8 thousand km of defective water supply networks and 1.9 thousand km of
sewerage networks were replaced, 58 water columns were substituted,

Energy saving

Energy saving is one of the main targets of Administration of the city of Omsk. The long term en-
ergy saving targeted program “Energy saving and increase of energy efficiency in Omsk” for the years
2010-2020 was approved by the Resolution of the Administration of the city of Omsk No. 646-n dated

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1.4. Healthcare

The population healthcare, increase of guality and availability of medical care is one of the priority
directions of the city social policy.

Basic rates characterizing development of healthcare and health of the residents of the city have
substantially changed in the year 2011, compared with 2010,

Compared with 2010 the morbidity rate of adult population increased by 1.4% in the year 2011,

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The morbidity rate of children increased by 0.9%. The growth of rates was due to developed sys-
tem of keeping medical records in outpatient departments and to screening of different population
groups,

The level of maternal death showed a 3-fold decrease. The rate of the infant mortality equals 4.3
per 1000 of newbom children. Compared with the year 2010 this rate is lower by 18.9%.

In the year 2011 a lot of activities were organized in the frameworks of the national healthcare pro-
ject "Zdorovie®, the long-term target program “Demegraphy development in Omsk until the year 2030°,
the long-term target program "Development of Omsk municipal healthcare system” implemented for the
period of 2010-2014 and a long-term target program "Social and economic support of young employees
of municipal budget institutions of the city of Omsk" {2009-2015).

There has also been developed the draft of a target long-term program "Development of Omsk
healthcare system in the years 2012-2016". It includes construction, reconsfruction and capital renova-
tion of 60 budget healthcare institutions of the city, In 2012, more than 9 bin roubles were assigned ta this
project from the city's budget.

From 2012 till 2016 according to the Plan of chief events relative to the celebration of the 300th
Anniversary of Omsk it was decided to construct the following objects (total sum of investment is 1.7 bin
roubles): construction of 2 out-patient departments for adults, 2 out-patient departments for children, ma-
ternity welfare centre on the left bank of the Irtysh river, reconstruction of rehabilitation centre of the mu-
nicipal city hospital Mo 7, furnishing of municipal healthcare facilities with new medical equipment.
